TEAAS 2.1 Release Notes

1. TEAAS_2_1 Deployment.html was created.

2. A BoundTextArea was created and utilized on the Intersection and Strip Analysis Report UIs. This field is used for Location Text and Requested By and will limit the user to typing only the allowed amount of characters in the field.

3. On Secondary Route Name Lookup User Interface, if no rows were selected and the Include button was clicked, a message appeared and when Ok was clicked the window was closed. The button functionality was modified to not close the window when no rows are selected.

4. ExceptionCreator was modified to prevent the creation of numerous AreYouAlive threads and to release its resources.

5. A memory leak in SegmentResolver was corrected.

6. StripRptUI and IntersectionRptUI were modified so that searches use only the original interface in order to eliminate chaining. The server will now use fewer resources relative to these screens.

7. Public and technical Intersection Analysis Reports were modified so that Accident Type and Total Damage align with the other fields in their row.

8. A check on the IntersectionRptUI was removed to allow users to generate Intersection Analysis Reports without entering a fiche road.

9. On the StripRptUI, when users generated Strip Reports and changed the primary road in between generating the next report, each strip road was added to the list of fiche roads. This bug has been corrected.

10. A bug that gave the user error DOT-TEAAS-SRP-06 when a new strip report without a fiche road was created, generated and saved, has been fixed.

11. Tab has been fixed to allow the user to tab from the fiche table to the road combination table on the IntersectionRptUI.

12. Modifications were made to Data Access components to ensure that statements and result sets are closed.

13. Modified BoundTextArea to allow all characters except '.

14. Modified Error Log Report to include Trace File Name and Error Code. Reorder the report by Date, Error Code, user.

15. AppBrowser was changed so that users must close all TEAAS application windows before they are allowed to close the AppBrowser.

16. Add a scroll pane to Location Text and Requested By fields on StripRptUI and IntersectionRptUI.

17. CrashID was made bold and italic on Intersection and Strip reports.

18. The location text field was cropping off some text in the report criteria section on the Intersection and Strip reports. This problem has been corrected.

19. Some white space was eliminated from the report criteria section of the Strip and Intersection reports.

20. Some error messages were modified to be clearer.

21. When you search on state boundary, 4 state lines are returned, but the boundary field is left blank and not filled in with the state's name.  This has been resolved.
22. When searching, do not enable the boundary field until a Route Type of Boundary (State, County, or Municipal) is selected. This has been resolved.
23. When an HO Segment Gap report is run and closed, the App Browser will not shut down, giving a message that other Application Windows are Open.  This has been resolved.
24. StripRptUI was extensively modified to correct road validation and code population errors. The button that validated both strip and fiche roads was removed and replaced by a separate button for each function.
