TEAAS 9.00.0000 Release Notes

1. Change how TEAAS Client is deployed to users by using Java Web Start.  This will make future releases easier to deploy.
2. The Strip Report milepost values were changed to two decimal places.
3. Change Ordinance Report Date Query so that searches returned Ordinaces with report date (enacted and repealed).

4. At grade intersection,  2 leg, Deleted Route and Non-Intersection Intersecion Types were added to the drop down box in the Intersection Application.
5. Overlap Ordinance Exception Report  changed to make sure that only 'active' and 'state approved’  status are considered.
6. Fiche reports in Intersection Analysis Reports and Strip Analysis Report  were changed from summary type to detail type reports.

7. Fix Oridinance mileposting rounding error, which prevented Ordinances from being saved.

8. Fixed a problem with the Strip Report that caused the last line of data to sometimes drop.

9. Added validation to check that the accident dates of imported crashes are within the date range of the analysis for the Strip and Intersection Analysis Reports.

10. Changed code so that the deletion of a route would only check for current (un-repealed) characteristics of that route. It was checking repleaded charactertics before this change.
11. Fixed a problem with StreetName deletion.
12. Removed the validation requirement when repealing an Ordinance.

13. Added the ability to generate a Collision Diagram data file compatile with the Collision Diagram tool.   A standalone application is available as well as the ability to generate the file from Strip and Intersection Analysis Reports.

14. Fixed a problem with the milepost values of some crashes that are being imported into the Strip Analysis Report.

15. Fixed a problem with the Railroad Crossing Application  throwing an excepton and keeping the TEAAS Client from closing.

16. Fixed a problem with Remileposting crash reports .
